Martin on autoharp, and Nancy Jackson on bass.

Frederick Park has been collecting and sharing traditional
dances for more than 35 years. As an internationally known teacher,
choreographer, dance historian, and storyteller, he has performed and
taught at most every major dance festival in America. His dance list
ranges far and wide through many formations, drawing on sources from
his native Southern mountains across the continent and the Atlantic.
